5. How do you think the roll call the next morning made James Wren and the other surviving 
men feel? 
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6. Winslow Homer divided this composition into three horizontal bands. On the far left edge of 
the painting locate the foreground. 

7. On the far left locate the middle ground. 

8. Where is the date that this was painted? It was soon after the Civil War ended.
